Tho den¥ readers of tbe Christlan Evnu-
gel inve read & l[ow articles concerning thls
needy work and I dealre to give the latest
nows &t haod concernlng the work.

T have received this week three letters
from Turkey tallthg me that our dear or-
phans And workers who remalned in lhe
Home are all alivo and have had cuough »

eat up to the proesent time.  The monex
farwarded to them has reached them safely,
and they are decp!y Lhankful 10 the Hea-
venly ¥Falher. They elso write that therg
is a spirit of prayer upon the warkers ay
upon the deor orphuns, for the dear peopls
who are lielping them and for myself In
thle country.

Political news they cannot give. They
say the candltions are very dark {n Turker.
Dear ones, let us pray on and expect God's
supernatural help nnd He will glve us the
desire of our hearts. Pralse His precious
name!

In my journeying for the work | hara
also many reasons for which to praise my
God. Thers ts one matter especlally whica
] wish to impress upon everyone that com=s
fo contact with these llnes. It was tho
Jeadlng of God, efter much prayer, when
the work first atarted {n Turkey to organize
1o the way which I bave already menlionel
In a previous Issue of thls paper,—for every
person that would under'ake to fend us
the gum of forty dollars a year, with which
sum a child ean be supported, we Wwoula
take suth poor child from the satrest jnio
our home. 1Vith forty dollars we are ahle
to give a child shelter, foed. clothing,
schogling and tralning, fitting them to be-
come teachers or preachers. Over two
hundred children had supportera among
European friends. Many churches, mia-
slonary foc'eties, young peorle's gocietles,
Sunday-schools, familles and a numher of
deer single young men and Youhg womeén
sent us their addresses and pledged the
forty dollara yeatly until such time as the
child fhould hecome gelf-supporting. if
for any reason sorme would rather under-
take for two or three years, it will also ba
rladly accented. These supporicrs e~rpesi-
ly prayed frr the children and the dear
children would pray very earnes‘ly or their
supporters |n the far o°f lsnds. and thus
it was & h'essed werklng 1ore her for our
Master. As a retult of the continuous
prayer connected with this work. we were
graciously giv-n many revivals duriog the
tlme I was in Turkey.

As I sald he’ere, almost all of our sup-
port from Europe has heen stoppéd througn
this sad war now golng on, and we know

nol how letwg L may con inuo. Now | want
tho dear friends Lo take thig ma.ler bofure
God very carnestly in prayer und ask Him
to glve me¢ new supporters for ihosa paor
orphan ch'ldren. The number s dally in-
creasing rapidly through thls -war. 1 am
praying for three hundredi persons who wilt |
adopt a child—that {3, become rewpod-
sible for ruch chlld’s suppori i our orphas.
age and hold such chlld up in prayer ao that
when I roturn to Turkey, which will be ag
s00n ae the war permits, I may fill our
two large bulldings, in which we have room
for threo hundred orpbans. Any persou
desiring to undertake this work in the Deoar
Master's name, may forward thelr address
to me ad loilows:
